Introduction of incoming and expression of appreciation to outgoing Procurement Policy Board Members

Mr. Garval thanked Gregory King for his years of service to the State of Hawaii as a member and chair of the
PPB, and presented Mr. King a certificate of appreciation.

The PPB members introduced themselves and welcomed new members Gary Kurokawa and Lena Mabin
Cuilison. Mr. Kurokawa is the Chief of Staff for the Office of Honolulu Mayor Kirk Caldwell (county employee
position on the PPB), and Ms. Cullison is the Corporate Services Category Manager, Strategic Procurement, for
Hawaiian Airlines, Inc. (PPB position with business and professional procurement experience).
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V. PPB Nominating Committee
Ruth Baker of the State Procurement Office (SPO) reported that with the recent confirmation of Mr. Kurokawa,
Ms. Cullison, and Jim Mastin to the PPB, the PPB Nominating Committee has been discharged from their duties.
Melissa Pavlicek, Douglas Murdock, Raynard Soon, and Douglas Luiz were thanked for their dedication to serving
on the PPB Nominating Committee, and for their valuable time spent reviewing applications for vacant positions.

Mr. Garval and Ms. Suzuki-Kitagawa's terms will end on June 30, 2017, and Ms. Webb's will end on June 30,
2018, however, they may remain as holdovers pursuant to HRS §26-34. With these upcoming vacancies, a new
PPB Nominating Committee is being formed. In accordance to §103D-201(3), State Rep. Aaron Ling Johanson
has been appointed by House Speaker Scott Saiki, and James Kurata of the University of Hawaii has been
appointed by Senate President Ronald Kouchi to the Nominating Committee. Governor David Ige will appoint two
members.

Mr. Garval expressed a desire to stagger the two Health and Human Services positions on the PPB, which will
end the same time. A change in the terms and the HRS would need to be accomplished via legistation.
